I. Establish 2007 Priorities from Survey Results (please see attached)
Advocacy

· Members expressed there was a common theme of underage drinking.  This follows SCAODA forming an underage drinking committee also.  

· Specific items related include an increase in the beer tax, Town Hall meetings, SPF-SIG, after-school programs, keg registration.

· Betty Wahl made a motion for WPN to make Underage Drinking a priority focus.  Kathy Wolfe seconded.  A vote was taken with all present members voting in favor.  The motion unanimously passed. 

Information Dissemination

· Information dissemination was discussed with input that there are already various prevention groups doing a good job on newsletters, list serves, etc. that can be utilized versus duplicating information sent out.  

· WPN needs a new webmaster and will be exploring options in this area.

· Members expressed an interest in looking into a system like CapWiz for legislating updates, alerts, and easy access to communicating with elevated officials.  This will be further explored. 

Professional Development

· Members expressed an interest in the Prevention Specialist training previously held by WCH.  This training is currently on hold until the Prevention Specialist credentials process is decided upon with the turnover to the State.  There may be a possibility of hosting a 3 or 5 day training, or a mini-track at the prevention conference. 
· Discussion about the Coalition’s Connect event and again co-sponsoring this event with AWY.  There may not be a monetary sponsorship that is needed; it may be in the form of staffing help.  WPN would like to pursue a more active role as an advocate voice in the Prevention Conference and Coalitions Connect. 

· Discussion about the continued WPN sponsorship of the WI Prevention Conference – Kathy Wolfe expressed the importance and value of WPN again hosting a networking event.  This could possibly be a “bridge” event between the conference and Coalitions Connect.  Historical contribution was $1000.

· The idea of hosting a “Legislative Day’ was discussed.  This could take the format of hosting educational sessions in the morning and legislating meetings in the afternoon.  This could be implemented in April to coincide with April as Alcohol Awareness Month.  The Public Policy Committee will head this up. 

II. Public Policy Committee Report
· The committee spent time reviewing the advocacy priorities section of the membership survey.  
· WCCF distributed a paper on after-school programs which included information about risk factors including alcohol use.  Shel has attempted to make contact with WCCF in regards to this paper.  Kathy Wolfe stated she is a member of the DPI After School Steering Committee and would keep the group informed of activities. 

III. SCAODA Prevention Committee Update
·  No report at this time. 
IV. SPF-SIG Update
·  Wisconsin has received two SPF-SIG grants:  DHFS and GLITC.  Funding for each is around $2 million per year for three years.  The grant will utilize the Strategic Prevention Framework (7 elements) to proceed through a systematic look at prevention.  The assessment phase has already begun.  Decisions will then be based on what the assessments results show.  Eighty-five percent of the funding needs to be spent on local programming. 
· Some ideas around the grant (exact decisions have not been made) are to 1) have a competitive grant process for counties; 2) NOMS will be a part of the data collection.
· WCH will be posting updates on SPF-SIG on their website. 

· The SPF-SIG Advisory Committee is still being formed; nominations can still be given to Lou Oppor.  Sue Allen and Chris Wardlow will be on the committee.  Kathy Wolfe is a member of the EPI Workgroup. 

V. Member Reports and Updates
·   DPI is adding the perception of harm and parental approval questions to the 2007 YRBS. 
· AWY is trying to address two issues:  1) How to bring youth into leadership roles, 2) WATODEN may be doing regional gatherings that AWY may assist with.

· There is discussion of expanding the Reality Check 21 logo statewide.  Counties currently using it are Milwaukee, Dunn, and Eau Claire.
